Then, he started taking greater risks by betting on card games. Although he was lucky at first, his luck soon ran out. At the end of the year, all the money he had accumulated was gone.

As for Julia, she also didn’t have any money left at the end of the contest. When their grandfather asked her where all her money had gone, she smiled and said, “It was spent on something I enjoyed.” As a result, their grandfather assumed that Julia had spent her money on unnecessary things as well.

Unlike the other children, Alex didn’t spend any of his money. He believed “a penny saved is a penny earned,” so he saved every penny his grandfather gave him. He was highly motivated to win the contest, and he did accomplish his goal in the end. When the winner was announced, the other children congratulated him. Most of them wished they had had more wisdom, like Alex, and managed their money more wisely.

“I wish I could have some money left,” said Clara.

“I should have used better judgment,” Monty sighed.

Julia, however, didn’t envy Alex’s achievement because she already had her own special way to spend her money—she had made an investment with her money, and she just needed more time to prove that it would pay off.

The fact is, Julia was gifted in playing the violin, and she had always wanted to enhance her violin­playing skills. With the spending money, Julia was able to pay a skillful violinist in a park to teach her. Although Julia couldn’t afford to give the violinist much money, he was so impressed with her outstanding talent that he was glad to teach her. After a few months, he even loaned her one of his best violins so that they could play together in the park. In the end, Julia fulfilled her dream and successfully became a professional performer. 

When their grandfather learned how wisely Julia managed her money, he realized he shouldn’t have been so quick to judge her. Julia may not have won the penny contest, but she had accomplished something greater instead.
