READING
When you brush your teeth, sign your name, eat with chopsticks, or toss a ball into the air, which hand do you use? If you always use your left hand to do these activities, you are among the 13 percent of people worldwide who consider themselves to be lefties. Although you are in the minority, you are in good company with many famous and talented people, including Leonardo da Vinci and Bill Gates. Many researchers have studied why some people are right­handed and others are left­handed. Several theories have been proposed, but no conclusive evidence has been found yet.

Early in the Stone Age, people showed no preference for which hand they would use as they performed their daily tasks for survival. Not until they had invented more sophisticated tools did these early people begin to favor their left or right hands. Throughout history, left­handed people have been considered inferior or even have been criticized for being “different.” Under these conditions, children have often been forced to switch their hand preferences. Even today, some left­handed children in Taiwan are still encouraged to write with their right hands.

A distinct bias toward the words associated with “right” can be easily seen in the English language. In English, whatever is related to “right” is thought to be good and correct. “Right on,” for example, is a popular phrase that expresses agreement or support, and “right up one’s alley” means something suits a person just fine. In contrast, the word “left” comes from an Old English word meaning “weak or worthless.” Therefore, a “left­handed compliment” is actually an insult. To say an idea is “out in left field” means that the idea is strange, and if someone cannot dance well, he or she is said to “have two left feet.”

Whoever is born a lefty has to learn to survive in a world dominated by right­handed people. Everyday activities such as opening a can of food with a can opener or cutting paper with scissors can be challenging for lefties because these tools are usually designed for right­handers. Since most languages are written from left to right, left­handers often make a mess on their papers when writing with pens. Moreover, their hands get tired easily from using a regular mouse. Not until some specialized tools for them appeared did lefties begin to enjoy an easier life.

Over time, more and more people have stopped discriminating against left­handers. People recognize that many lefties are highly gifted in the fields of art, sports, and music, and this has made some lefties begin to be in demand. There are also communities on the Internet where lefties can share their experiences with each other. Many stores now sell specialized watches, computer equipment, and other tools that have been adapted for left­handers. Furthermore, left­handed people can now even celebrate their “rights” annually on August 13, which is International Left­Handers Day. In the twenty­first century, it seems what was once considered a shameful characteristic has now become a source of pride.
