　‧“See you” is an informal expression that is often used to say goodbye.

formal 
adj. 正式的  反義 informal
　‧Men who are invited to a formal dinner should wear a shirt and tie.

　‧Dana gave me a friendly greeting when she saw me.

greet 
vt. 問候，打招呼
　‧Rita greeted me with a warm hug when I arrived at her house.

7. standardadj. 標準的  反義 non-standard
‧It is standard practice for guests to show their IDs when they enter the building.

standard n. [C][U] 標準，規範
　‧Students who fail to meet the standards will not pass this course.

8. teenn. [C] (informal) 青少年  同義 teenager
　‧This TV program is mainly for teens, especially high school students.

teens n. [pl.] 青少年時期
　‧The young tennis player is still in her early teens, but she has already won many competitions.

9. commandn. [C] 命令  同義 order
　‧Ian gave his dog the command to sit down, but it ran toward him.

10. stunnedadj. 震驚的，目瞪口呆的  同義 shocked, surprised
　 ‧Jamie looked completely stunned when he heard that his new bike was stolen.

stun vt. 使震驚，使目瞪口呆
同義 shock, surprise 

(stun—stunned—stunned)
‧Fiona’s sudden death stunned all of her friends.

11. expectvt.  預料，預期  
　 ‧Ann expected her boyfriend to give her a special birthday gift, but he did not even remember her birthday.

expectation 
n. [C][U] 預料，預期
　 ‧Against all expectations, Simon didn’t win the race.

12. blushvi. 臉紅　同義 go red
　 ‧Sam blushed when his teacher praised him in front of the class.

13. boastvi.; vt. 自誇，吹噓
　 ‧I don’t like to talk to Michael because he likes to boast about how rich he is.

14. astonishmentn. [U] 驚訝　同義 amazement
　 ‧To my astonishment, the foreign student can speak Taiwanese very well.

astonish 
vt. 使驚訝　同義 amaze
　 ‧The high price of the meal astonished me. I couldn’t believe that it was so expensive.

15. confusing
adj. 令人困惑的
　 ‧The story is very confusing to most of the readers. Few people understand what it is about.

confuse 
vt. 使困惑  反義 clarify
　 ‧You have confused me with too much information. Please explain your idea again more clearly.

16. flexible
adj. 靈活的，有彈性的　反義 inflexible

　 ‧My working hours are flexible, so I can go to the office whenever I want to.

17. strictadj. 嚴格的  同義 severe
　 ‧The school has strict rules against using cell phones in class.

18. flightn. [C] 班機，空中航行
　 ‧All the morning flights to Tokyo were full, so Peggy booked an evening flight.

19. attempt
vt. 試圖，嘗試  同義 try
　 ‧Charlie once attempted to quit drinking, but he failed and started to drink again.

20. clarify
vt. (formal) 澄清，闡明  反義 confuse

(clarify—clarified—clarified)
　 ‧If you have any questions about the speech, I’ll be happy to clarify my points.
