　 ‧One witness to the crime said the attacker was a tall, thin man.

　 ‧Penny was scolded by her boss for being rude to the important client.

13. indicatevt. 顯示，指出  同義 show, reveal
　 ‧Vincent’s good grades indicate that he is a smart and hard­working student.

14. cautiousadj. 小心的，謹慎的　同義 careful  反義 incautious, careless
　 ‧Joseph was very cautious about what he said in the meeting so that he wouldn’t offend his boss.

   caution n. [U] 小心，謹慎  同義 care
　  ‧The manager made the decision with caution because it would have a big impact on the company’s employees.

　 ‧Marcus seemed very tense as he waited to make his speech.

16. optimisticadj. 樂觀的　同義 positive　反義 pessimistic
　 ‧Although the patient is suffering from cancer, he is still optimistic that he will get well soon.

　 ‧Jessica tends to be late for work in the winter because she has difficulty getting up when it’s cold.
